Streets exit. Turn right on 10th St. and follow it until it 
dead ends into Brady Ave. Turn left on Brady. Take the 
1st right onto Marietta. Turn left at the first traffic light 
onto Joseph E. Lowery Boulevard, NW (formerly Ashby 
St). Follow Joseph E. Lowery until you cross the 
railroad tracks. The Food Bank will be on your right–
follow the signs to the parking lot (about ½ way up the 
South side of the building on the left). 

 
• From I-75 / I-85 going North: Take the 10th St. exit. 

Turn left on 10th and follow it until it dead ends into

Brady Ave. Turn left on Brady. Take the 1st right onto 
Marietta. Turn left at the first traffic light onto Joseph 
E. Lowery Boulevard (formerly Ashby St). Follow

the parking lot (about ½ way up the South side of the 
building on the left). 

 
• From I-20: Take the Joseph E. Lowery Boulevard exit 

(formerly Ashby Street-some exit signs still say 
Ashby). Turn north toward town. Follow Lowery 
Boulevard (formerly Ashby St) for approximately 2.5 
miles. Cross over Donald Lee Hollowell Parkway. 
(Formerly Bankhead Hwy) Continue along Joseph E. 
Lowery, the Food Bank will be on your left–follow the 
signs to the parking lot (about ½ way up the South 
side of the building on the left).
